More Hearings on the ARB Truck Rule

The California Air Resources Board (ARB) held another
hearing to hear a staff report on possible modifications to
the 2008 Truck Rule. Potential changes to the regulation
will be aimed at alleviating impacts due to the economy.
The staff will conduct workshops this summer on the pro-
posed changes and take the suggested changes to the
Board at their September Board Meeting. These changes
follow on staff proposed changes considered in work-
shops in January. However, these have been delayed to
all for the staff to revise their economic analyses, as well
as their plan commitments. The proposed changes will
consider both short-term and long-term relief. For short-
term, the staff is considering deferring the PM filter re-
quirements for all fleets up to two (2) years, and extend-
ing the initial January 1, 2011 compliance date by several
months. In the long term, staff is considering increasing
the mileage thresholds, a more gradual PM filter and ve-
hicle replacement schedule. It is anticipated that the
next round of workshops will occur in June. Stay tuned!
